Pace of Play is the number one deterrent in the game of 
golf.  For those of you that like to play in less than 4 
hours, this does not apply to you, unless you are playing 
with some one who plays slow. 
 
We had sixty (60) players in the last Men‟s club 
tournament.  Of those fifteen (15) groups, five (5) were 
put on the clock.  That is 1/3 of the field is slow, or 
playing with a player who is slowing the group down.   
 
If you are playing in a slow group, here are some 
suggestions to speed up you group: 

1. Look ahead of you, if you don‟t see the group 
you are following, we have a problem. 

2. “Play ready golf”, when it is safe and you are 
ready to hit, hit. 

3. First two players to hole out go to the next 
tee and tee off. 

4. Read your putt while others are putting, don‟t 
wait until it is your time to putt. 

5. TALK to your fellow players.  We are all 
adults, I am sure we can tactfully tell others if 
the group is playing slow. 

 
Remember you are there to not only play your game, but 
also protect the field.  That includes protecting the field 
from slow play.

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LPMGC Tournament Refund Policy 
If you notify the Golf Shop within 48 hours prior to 
the Tournament that you have to withdraw, you will 
receive a full refund of your entry fee.  If you notify 
the Golf Shop less than 48 hours prior to the 
tournament date, but no later than the close of 
business the day before the tournament that you 
have to withdraw, only the Green Fee portion of the 
entry fee will be refunded. 
 
NO SHOWS will receive NO REFUND and the 
money will go to the Men's Club Funds. 
Players who do not show for the second day of a 
two day tournament will be treated as a NO SHOW. 
 
Cancellations the day of the tournament will be 
considered for a refund of Green Fee only, IF the 
Golf Shop can find a replacement player.  In case of 
an emergency on the day of the tournament, the 
player should notify the Golf Shop and may petition 
the Board, in writing, to request a refund of Green 
Fee Only.

Handicap Update

Just a reminder that since last October, we have 
been using our Tournament Index System for any 
handicap adjustments used for our Men's Club 
tournaments.  You can find detailed information on 
the website, including an explanation of the method 
on the Handicap Page and the listing of tournament 
indexes by clicking on the Tournament Index link on 
the home page.  The list is usually updated in the 
first couple of days of the month.  In summary, we 
keep track of your tournament scores, calculate an 
index based on those, compare it to your NCGA 
index, and use the lower of the two.  We use most 
tournament formats, but do exclude some events 
such as Match Play or Skins, as those kinds of 
tournaments would not be appropriate for this 
calculation.

Las Positas Golf Course 

 

Golf Course Maintenance (Livermore Golf Management Corporation / CourseCo) 

 

1. Greens 

a. Aerified with 5/8” tines and topdressed. Followed up with additional lighter topdress to smooth playing surface 
b. Fertilizer applied numerous times for turf health and to encourage recovery due to aerification 

c. Applying gypsum, wetting agent and flushing to help move salts and improve turf health 

d. Applying fungicide to control turfgrass disease 

e. Growth regulator being applied to control excessive growth due to the use of recycled water 

2. Collars/Approaches 

a. Verticutting collars to provide smoother surface 

b. Aerified with 5/8” tines and topdressed 

c. Approaches have been overseeded 

d. Sod installed to bare areas in approach on 4, 6, and 9 

e. Continued mowing as needed 

3. Tees 

a. Aerified with 5/8” tines and topdressed 
b. Overseeded and fertilized 

c. Divots filled with sand and seed to help promote turf recovery 

d. Continued mowing as needed 

4. Fairways 

a. Aerified with 5/8” tines and overseeded 

b. Fertilizer applied to assist with establishment of new seed  

c. Continued use of ropes to control traffic and help promote turf recovery 

d. Continued mowing as needed 

5. Roughs 

a. Bare areas in rough aerified with 5/8” tines and overseeded 

b. Fertilizer applied to assist with establishment of new seed 
c. Continued mowing as needed 

6. Bunkers 

a. Bunkers raked and cultivated on a regular basis 

b. Edging or touch-up to bunkers being done regularly 

c. Water and debris removed due to heavy rains and sand redistributed 

7. Integrated Pest Management (IPM) 

a. Continued mechanical control of gophers on a weekly basis 

b. Initiating chemical control of broadleaf weeds throughout the golf course 

c. Spraying tree basins 

8. Irrigation 

a. Irrigation heads are continuing to be repaired and leveled on a daily basis 
b. Irrigation leaks are being addressed as they arise 

c. Hand and spot watering is done on a daily basis in order to improve control of wet areas and improve turf health and 

playing conditions 

d. Low pruning of trees is ongoing to improve irrigation coverage and assist in controlling or eliminating some wet areas 

e. Valve boxes and heads cleaned throughout the course 

9. Clubhouse & Parking Lot 

a. Control of weeds, through chemical and mechanical methods, being done as needed 

b. Shrubs and trees are being trimmed and pruned as needed 

c. Landscape beds being kept free of weeds and debris as needed 

10. Lakes 

a. Lake banks are being trimmed regularly 

11. Driving Range & Practice Area 
a. Aerified with 5/8” tines and overseeded 

b. Divots filled with sand and seed to help promote turf recovery 

c. Ropes are being rotated on the range tee to encourage proper wear and provide a good practice surface 

12. Miscellaneous 

a. Several trees and limbs down due to winds and rains 

b. Severe flooding throughout the course due to heavy winds and rains. All debris and trash, as a result of the flooding, 

has been cleaned. 

c. Several dead trees between 16 and 17 removed

The Las Positas Men‟s Club expects all groups in its tournaments to keep up with the group in front of 
it. If your group falls more than 1 hole behind the group in front of you, you will be considered a “slow” 
group, and subject to the policy as noted below. 
 
POLICY: Members identified as slow-playing will be put on a list. This list will be published on the 
Men‟s Club bulletin board, in the Chip Shots and on the Club website. Members on the list will be 
given tee times at the end of any tournaments they participate in. To be removed from the list, you 
must not be warned for slow play in your next 2 tournaments. 
 
You will be added to the list when you are warned for slow play by a member of the tournament 
committee (typically Jeff DeBenedetti and one or more of the golf shop professionals). You may also 
receive a “heads-up” about slow play from one of the golf course marshals first. This will not get you 
on the list, but should be taken as notice that you are in danger of receiving a warning from the 
committee if you do not catch up. 
 
Current Members on Slow Play List

LPMGC - Tournament Rules 
The following are the current Tournament Rules for Tournaments held by the Las Positas Men's Golf Club. 
1. A member must have at least twenty (20) posted rounds to be able to Qualify in the following 
tournaments: 
a. NCGA Qualifying Events (4) 
b. Presidents Cup 
c. Senior Championship 
d. Club Championship. 
There are specific requirements for each tournament; these are published on the tournament entry form. ALL 
members are eligible to participate in every Men‟s Club Tournament. 
All tournament entries must be accompanied by a check. All entries are due in the Pro Shop on Thursday, 5:00 
PM, the week prior to the tournament. Entries are to be dropped into the club's box. 
Entries for non-computer paired tournaments must include all names in your group and checks for your group. 
Withdrawals must be made at least 48 hours in advance. The prize fund fee will not be refunded after 48 hours. 
Withdrawals on the day of the tournament, the entrant will forfeit all fees unless there are extenuating 
circumstances. The tournament committee will make the final decision on refunds. Members should refer to the 
Refund Policy. 
After the tournament pairings have been given to the Pro Shop, all further transactions (inclusions and 
exclusions) will be handled by the Pro Shop. 
Each entrant is responsible for his "tee time", turning in a completed, signed scorecard and posting his adjusted 
score in the computer. 
All rules decisions will be handled by the rules committee which consists of either Jeff DeBenedetti, or his 
designee. 

All tournaments are in accordance with the USGA rules and guidelines. This includes equipment, balls, 
etc.  Should a member use an item that does not conform to the USGA rules, that player will be 
disqualified.
